	Text_Providing_opportunities: In March, the school hold a Creative Week during which non-Chinese speaking students will participate alongside their Chinese-speaking peers in a variety of immersive learning activities for five days or more. These activities include team-building events and study tours in mainland China as well as abroad. The school also has a school-based CLACH program aimed at promoting Chinese culture and providing opportunities for non-Chinese speaking students to join various extracurricular activities with local students, such as Chinese calligraphy classes, Chinese painting, Chinese drumming, Chinese martial arts classes, and Cantonese opera workshops.
	Text_Organising_activities: In terms of school activities, the school organizes whole-school celebrations for the Mid-Autumn Festival and the Chinese New Year, enabling non-Chinese speaking (NCS) students to learn about traditional Chinese festival culture and experience the festive atmosphere. To enhance NCS students' understanding of traditional Chinese culture, the school invites external organizations to conduct various Chinese culture booth activities for Form 1 to Form 2 Chinese-speaking and NCS students. Meanwhile, Form 3 NCS and Chinese-speaking students participate together in Chinese culture workshops, where they can hands-on create traditional Chinese shadow puppets. For off-campus activities: Form 1 and Form 2 NCS students visit cinemas to watch Chinese-language films, while Form 4 and Form 5 NCS students tour the Sha Tau Kok Restricted Area, allowing them to learn Chinese while also engaging with local Hong Kong culture and Chinese culture.
